Lake Ordinances


The following local ordinances are IN ADDIITION to all state and federal boating laws:

Speed Limits:
· Weekdays………………………..…... 45mph
· Weekends/holidays……...………..35 mph
· Nights (sunset to sunrise)……....15 mph

Slow-No-Wake Zone:
· All vessels must travel at Slow-No-Wake speed when:
· Within 200 feet of shore
· Within 100 feet of a dock, raft, or other structure
· 
Waterskiing/Wakeboarding/Tubing, etc.:
· A competent spotter/observer (in addition to the driver) must be present in the towing vessel to be responsible for watching the person(s) being towed.
· Any person being towed must wear a USCG-approved PFD (lifejacket).

Swimming from Boats:
· Only allowed if the boat is manned by a competent person, and the swimmer(s) remain within 50 feet of boat.
· Swimming in traffic lane/area not allowed at night (sunset to sunrise).
